@ Install row of mats completely and set distances using an installation tool

* First, mark a 3 cm distance from the rear concrete edge along the whole length of the row of free stalls.
« Start from the center of the row of stalls and install on the right and on the left.
* For the correct position of the connecting bar underneath the divider (+/- 6 cm), note that the mat width is

usually at the upper tolerance level.

Tip: When planning / ordering, allow for approx. 4 mm extra per mat and install a 5 cm narrower
mat in every 12th free stall, for example.
